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Impact on the farmers in Fürstenfeldbruck County 

Approximately 120 farms, or 14 % of all farms in the county, are official partners 

of Brucker Land  (Reginet.de, 2002, ¶ 1; GALB, 2001, ¶ 4); see Figure 4.11. According 

to the Bavarian Minister of Agriculture, they get "fair prices and planning reliability" 

(Miller, 2001, ¶ 4). Nevertheless, "Leopold Klein" believes that "economically it doesn't 

make a huge difference [for the farmers]." (Klein, interview 01-25-2002) This statement 

was made with explicit reference to the additional work the farmers must perform: "They 

have to grapple with it, they have to go to meetings, they have to equip themselves" 

(Ibid.). My own calculations reveal that the net additional income for a farmer ranges 

between € 2,000 and € 4,000 per year.63 Farmer "Jakob Kellermann" puts this sum in 

                                                 
63 An exemplary calculation for wheat farmers in 2001: Twelve Brucker Land farmers produced 310 tons 
of wheat.
